“We have lost habits of story-telling and of generational sharing. Our elders have no 
expectation that we want to hear their stories or that there will be a context for them to be 
heard. 

The young will need to take initiative in expressing interest and in making such contexts. 
Those who are older (even if not very ‘old’) will need to step forward; you have something 
to say that needs to be heard. The time is now; connections need to be made. 

What was it like growing up where and when you did? How did you meet your spouse, or 
your friends? How were you educated? Where did you work? What adventures did you 
have? What about the stories you heard from your elders? To those who love you, these 
stories are life-giving, and only you can tell them. 

What better time to make space for story-telling and life-sharing than at our Thanksgiving 
gathering? It will take some effort and some re-arranging of our plans. But the pay-off will
